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1.0   INTRODUCTION 
 
This manual is effective for the 2008 football season. It is subject to updating by Football Queensland. 
The most up to date version of the manual will always be posted on the Football Queensland website 
www.footballqueensland.com.au 
 
Football Queensland is committed to providing avenues by which all players under its jurisdiction can 
develop their personal football skills and their team skills. One of these avenues is their participation 
at one of Football Queensland�s State Events. We are thankful and sincerely acknowledge the 
tremendous amount of work and commitment that Host Centres dedicate to staging each of these 
events on Football Queensland’s behalf. 
 
These events include: 

Under 12 ‘Be Smoke Free’ Harry Linning Cup  
Under 12 ‘Be Smoke Free’ Gino Paris Cup 
Under 13 ‘Be Smoke Free’ Peter Cox Memorial Cup 
State Championships U15/17, Open Women’s 

  
From some of these events, a squad may be invited to trial for either State Team representation at a 
National Event or to participate at elite player development camps. 
 
Consequently, it is important that these young athletes have access to high quality coaching, 
appropriate accommodation, well prepared nutritional diets, high standard playing surfaces and 
appropriate player amenities during their preparation periods and during the State events.  Further, it 
is important that all players are given sufficient opportunity to display their skills by being afforded “on 
park” participation time rather than sitting on the interchange bench.  
 
Football Queensland allocates events to Zones. It is the responsibility of each chosen Zone to seek 
applications from its Member Clubs to host the event on their behalf.  (This member needs to have 
facilities that meet standards required and must be ratified by Football Queensland). 
 
In recent years, changing attitudes in the community have necessitated that Football Queensland 
ensures that State Events are conducted under sound risk management procedures. 
 
This Manual has been produced as a reference for staging State events and as a guide to providing 
risk management practices designed for the protection of all involved.  For this reason it is a “living” 
document and will be subject to regular review.  
 
It is important to note that all State Events are run in accordance with current Football Queensland 
policies.

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2.0  FOOTBALL QUEENSLAND RESPONSIBILITIES 
 

2.1  Football Queensland shall conduct State Events  as follows:  
 

·  Tournaments, including: ‘Be Smoke Free’ Gino Paris Cup, ‘Be Smoke Free’ Harry Linning 
Cup 

 
·  Development carnivals for males in Under 13, ‘Be Smoke Free’ Peter Cox Memorial Cup  

 
·  State Championships for females who are; Under 15, Under 17 and Open Women’s  

 
2.2   Age Groups  

 
The ‘Be Smoke Free’ Gino Paris Cup and ‘Be Smoke Free’ Harry Linning Cup shall be 
competed in by Under 12 players. (Under 11 players would not be eligible). Players must play 
in their age group to be eligible for selection. 

 
2.3   Team Cards 

 
Football Queensland will supply team cards to host centres for each State Event.  

 
2.4   Trophies, Medallions and Plaques 

  
Football Queensland will supply the following medallions for each State Event: 

 
20 Gold for the team finishing in first place 
20 Silver for the team finishing in second place 
20 Bronze for each other participating Team Members 
20 Bronze embossed “Volunteer” 
An appropriate number embossed “Referee” 

 
Football Queensland will be responsible for: 

 
·  The appointment of sufficient numbers of suitably qualified Referees for each event. 

 
·  The production of the Competition Draw for each state event.  

 
2.5   Player Insurance 

 
Insurance of all players is covered under the Football Queensland insurance scheme. 

 
2.6   Venues for State Events 

 
Venues for State Events will be awarded by Football Queensland, after consideration of Zone 
Submissions. 

 
2.7 Officials’ Accommodation 

  
Football Queensland shall arrange accommodation for the State Coach, Assistant Coach and 
Football Queensland President or appointed person as required.   
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3.0  HOST ZONE RESPONSIBILITIES  
 
The Host Zone is responsible for locating a host centre with facilities that meet the Criteria (see 
below) for the hosting of a state event. 
 
The Host Zone is responsible for nominating a centre to host the State Event. 
 
The Host Zone will act as the liaison between Football Queensland and the Host Centre. 
 
The Host Zone will act as the liaison between the Host Centre and participating teams. 

 
3.1  State Event Criteria 

 
3.1.1   Dressing Rooms 

 
3.1.1.1 Players 

 
It is required that host sites have four (4) dressing rooms available for participating 
players. It is a requirement that Dressing Rooms are furnished with the following: 

    1. Hot/cold showers and toilets 
   2. Strapping area, including table; 

    3. Appropriate security; 
    4. Suitable refuse receptacles. 

If Four (4) dressing rooms are not possible: 
Two (2) dressing rooms must have the above requirements to be used by the teams 
after their games; and two (2) Portable Dressing Rooms to be supplied for the use of 
the teams prior to their fixture games with a suitable strapping table made available. 
Such portables may be a marquee, transportable building or similar type facility offering 
suitable privacy and including requirements of 2, 3 and 4 above. 
 
In all cases facilities are to be maintained in a clean and tidy state, with bins regularly 
emptied, throughout each day of the event. 

 
   3.1.1.2 Referees Room 

 
A suitable room is to be made available for the sole use of the refereeing staff.  Such 
facilities shall have the same fit out as the players’ dressing rooms. 

 
 

3.1.2   Fields 
 

The Field(s) should be in a condition appropriate for the event. Fields must be separated from 
the spectators by a permanent fence or by roping off in accordance with FIFA regulations and 
always subject to current Occupational Health and Safety standards as may be applied from 
time to time. 
 
The Host Centre shall ensure that no other fixtures, games or training are conducted on the 
fields designated for State Events purposes during the week in which the State Event is being 
conducted. 
 
Where practical, the Host Centre should refrain from scheduling fixtures and training on these 
fields during the three week period prior to the State Event week. 
 
The Host Centre must ensure that the fields are correctly marked (including the technical area), 
and the placement of the correct goal nets and corner flags is in accordance with FIFA 
regulations.

The Host Centre must advise all participating Zones the size of all field, being used for each 
State Event. 

 
NOTE: Depending on the draw, State events conducted require either 3 fields (1 with lights) or 
3 fields (2 with lights) or 4 fields (1 with lights) or 4 fields (2 with lights). 
 
Alternative grounds must  be available in the case of wet weather.  See 3.1.11.4 for the 
complete Wet Weather Procedure. 
 
3.1.3   Competition Draw 

 
Football Queensland shall produce an official event draw that will be distributed at least 6 
weeks prior to the event. The Host Centre is responsible for notifying Football Queensland of 
the commencement time of the event. 

 
3.1.4   Night Games 

 
If the Host Centre desires to have night competition, they must advise Football Queensland at 
the time of nominating to host the event. 

 
The lighting of the fields must be in accordance with the Australian Standards for night 
competition, as may be set from time to time. 

 
3.1.5   Training Fields 

 
Defined areas must be set aside for teams to warm up prior to games with a suitable area for 
the goalkeeper. 

 
Training fields must be made available for the use by competing teams, if requested.  
Alternative grounds must be available for use in case of inclement weather. 

 
It is the responsibility of the Host Centre to advise all participating teams the size of the 
alternate field 

 
3.1.6   Match Balls 

 
Football Queensland shall provide three (3) match balls of the same make for each field utilised 
during the State Event. Security and maintenance of these balls is the responsibility of the 
referees, with the Host Centre to secure them after play each day. 

 
3.1.7   Score Boards 

 
A suitable scoreboard is to be provided for each field utilised. Zone name boards are to be 
supplied by the Host Centre. 

 
3.1.8   Covered Benches 

 
Covered benches are required for each team to accommodate team officials and up to five 
reserve players. 

 
A separate bench is required for the 4th official. 

 
Where applicable, a chair and a suitable shaded area should be provided for the State Coach or 
Selector near the official area, or at a position requested by the State Selectors. 
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3.1.9   Shaded Areas for All Players 
 

The Host Centre must provide shaded areas for all players in accordance with the Football 
Queensland’s Sun Safe Policy. 

 
3.1.10 Public Address 

 
A suitable public address system is to be used during the Opening and Closing Ceremonies, 
introducing teams and players and any other important messages during the series.  

 
No general announcements should be made while matches are in progress. 

 
3.1.11 Information Pack 

 
The Host Centre should produce an information pack that contains information on the following: 

 
3.1.11.1 First Aid or Sports Medicine Officer 

 
It is the responsibility of the Host Centre to ensure a minimum of 1 Sports Medicine 
official is in attendance and available at all times at each State Event. 

 
The Sports Medicine person would hold a minimum of Level 1 Sports Medicine 
qualification.  This person should be available to supply details to each zones team 
managers on all likely emergency injury or illness requirements. This information should 
also be made available in the Host Centre’s application for the event. 

 
3.1.11.2 Substitution Boards 

 
Substitution Boards are to be provided by the Host Centre for the use of the 4th Official. 

 
3.1.11.3 Ball Attendants 

 
Ball attendants should be used if available but are not mandatory.  

 
3.1.11.4 Wet Weather Procedures 

 
Alternative grounds must be available in the case of wet weather. 

 
The decision to move the competition to an alternative ground or to cancel the day’s 
play will be made by Football Queensland in conjunction with the Event Manager and 
the referee’s co-ordinator.  In the situation of a disagreement as to the use of fields, the 
referee shall be the final arbiter. 

 
If the State Event is not completed because of wet weather, completion of more than 
50% of the scheduled games constitutes a valid State Event. 

 
In the case of wet weather, those teams unable to complete their games shall be 
awarded one (1) point (as in a drawn game) provided that an alternative playing venue 
cannot be found. 

 
3.1.11.5 Event Dinner 

 
Although it is normal for the Host Centre to conduct an event Dinner or similar function, 
this is at the discretion of the Host Centre.  Visiting Zone Officials are not compelled to 
attend such a function. 

 
All details of any such function are to be advised at the Coaches and Managers 
meeting and to Football Queensland.   
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3.1.11.6   Transport 
 

Transport to and from the playing fields may be supplied by any one of the following 
methods:- 

 
1. Each competing Zone supplying its own transport. 

 
2. The collective billeting provider may supply suitable transport with the cost 

being built into the accommodation price/person. 
 

3. The Host Centre may provide suitable transport.  Where this option is used the 
Host Centre shall recover the cost by equally dividing it between the numbers 
of competing Zones which utilise the service. 

 
3.1.11.7 Team Photos 

 
Football Queensland has appointed ‘Sporting Images’ as their official photographer for 
2008. They will work closely with all committees to ensure this process runs efficiently.  
 
Participating Zones must have their photos taken, but they are not obliged to purchase 
them. Football Queensland requires them as a record of participating teams for 
Corporate Sponsors and Partners.   
 
Football Queensland will advise Host Centres if Sporting Images are not available to 
cover a particular event.   

 
At the conclusion of each State Event the Events Manager shall arrange an official 
photograph of the winning State Event team, together with the Winner's Trophy and the 
Sponsor (if possible).   

 
An official presentation to the respective sponsors will be made by Football Queensland 
(not by the Host Centre ) on a date to be decided. 

 
The Event Manager shall also arrange a photograph of the State Coach or Selector and 
the selected Squad (where applicable). 

  
3.1.11.8 Laundry 

 
The Host Centre is to provide a laundry service for team playing strips (shirts, shorts 
and socks) only. Two plastic bags, with team names attached, should be used for 
collection and return of strips.  Care must be taken in regard to laundry as strips may be 
damaged if instructions are not adhered to. 
 
The cost of team laundry is charged against each Zone team.  Host Centres are to 
advise visiting Zones through newsletters etc the price per strip (shirts, shorts and 
socks), so that payment arrangements can be made prior to the State Event. 

 
Host Centres should provide visiting teams with information on where other laundry 
may be done.  Information must be provided in newsletters, correspondence to 
participating Zone Secretaries and (where applicable) the Host Centre Web-site.  
 
3.1.11.9 Team Recovery 
 
Event Manager to advise all participating teams of facilities available for team recovery.  
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4.0 EVENT COMMITTEE & RESPONSIBILITIES 
 
 4.1   Committee Members  
 
 The Host Centre shall appoint as early as possible after obtaining Football Queensland 
 approval, a committee consisting of: 

·  Event Manager, 
·  Liaison Officer (one per each Zone or Team)  
·  Secretary/Treasurer, 
·  Accommodation Officer, 
·  Ground Control Officer, 
·  Plus other committee members at the Host Centres discretion 

 
  4.1.1 Event Manager 

 
The elected Event Manager is to supply to Football Queensland his or her name, 
address, email and phone number.  The Event Manager shall be the chairperson of 
the Organising Committee and be responsible to oversee all the planning and running 
of the State Event.  

 
This appointment and notification to Football Queensland is to be made no later than 
31st January on the year of the event. 

 
The Event Manager shall convene a meeting of all team officials prior to the 
commencement of the State Event. This is normally convened on the evening 
immediately prior to the commencement of the event.  

 
The Event Manager shall be in attendance at the venue for the duration of the day’s 
proceedings and shall ensure that the playing field and associated player facilities are 
in a satisfactory condition prior to the arrival of the teams for the first match each day. 

 
In the event that a matter is not covered in the Rules of the State Events, the Event 
Manager (after consultation with Football Queensland) shall have the power to make 
a ruling which shall remain in force for the balance of the State Event.  

 
The Event Manager shall compile a full report on the State Event refer to Section 
4.1.1.3.  

 
Remember that the State Events are being run by the Host Centre and are under the 
control of the Event Manager, and any complaints, by the Teams Officials and 
Referees should be made to the Event Manager who will then liaise with Football 
Queensland if necessary.  The Event Manager will then relay the outcome to the 
appropriate parties.    
 

 
 4.1.1.1   Manager and Coaches Meeting 
 

The Event Manager who has been involved with the actual organising will 
chair this meeting.  

 
The business of the meeting will include: 
·  Going through the State Event Rules in overview and remind the 

Coaches/Managers of certain rules i.e: 
o 5 players substitute (Interchange Rule) 
o Laundry Arrangements 
o Match Procedures 
o Warm-up Areas 
o Dressing Room Arrangements 
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o Photo Sessions 
o Opening and Closing Ceremonies 

·  Check that all players named in the Official Program will be participating 
and that names are correctly spelt.  Amend a copy of the Official Program 
for each of the Selectors and Referees Coordinator. 

·  Invite Referees Co-ordinator to speak. 
(Coaches usually want to know from Referees whether injury time is 
added on or not). Remember that the half time break is ten (10) minutes 
as per State Events Rules. 

 
 

 4.1.1.2   Day’s Results 
 

 The Event Manager is to ensure that the full day’s results of competition are 
 forwarded by email to the Football Queensland appointed collator.  This 
 information is to be forwarded immediately after the last game each day.  The 
 Football Queensland collator, on receipt of all scores for the day, shall 
 arrange for the publication and or distribution of the day’s results. 

 
 On the final day, all results and selected squads must be notified to the 
 collator immediately after the last game. 

 
 Recommendation: It is recommended that the Host Venue have a suitable 
 means for electronically transmitting this information from the Ground during 
 the event.  

 
 4.1.1.3 Event Manager’s Report 

 
 The Event Manager, on behalf of the Host Centre shall compile a full report 
 on the State Event and forward copies to their respective Zone Secretary and 
 Football Queensland within one calendar month of the final day of the event.  

 
 4.1.1.4 Football Queensland Returns 

  
 It is the Event Manager’s responsibility to return to Football Queensland all 
 completed game sheets and any left over medallions at the completion of 
 State Events. 

 
 4.1.2   Liaison Officer 

 
 The Liaison Officer shall meet the team to which they have been assigned on that 
 team’s arrival at the accommodation venue. 

 
 The Liaison Officer shall: 

 
·  Usher the team to its accommodation area  
·  Ensure that team members can locate showers, toilets, dining room and 

recreational centres within the accommodation venue and know  the location 
and availability of training fields. 

·  Ensure that team officials know the time and venue for the Coaches and 
Managers meeting. 

·  Ensure that a sufficient number of “minders” are available to supervise 
players while team officials are attending the Coaches and Managers 
meeting. 

·  Where necessary, assist team officials to locate retail outlets for relevant 
purchases. 

·  Ensure that the Event Manager is aware of any problems that the team is 
experiencing within the accommodation venue. 
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·  Ensure Team Officials are familiar with emergency evacuation procedures 
relevant to the accommodation venues. 

 
 4.1.3   Secretary/Treasurer 

 
 The Secretary/Treasurer may be either the Secretary or Treasurer of the Host Centre 
 or any person appointed by the host centre to fulfil the role. 

 
 

 The Secretary/Treasurer shall be responsible for:- 
 

·  Ensuring that all participating Zones are supplied with complete information 
relating to all matters associated with the relevant State Event. The 
Secretary/Treasurer may achieve this by utilising direct correspondence, 
newsletters, dedicated web pages or any communication medium deemed 
appropriate by the Secretary/Treasurer. 

·  Assisting Event Manager to convene meetings of the State Events 
Committee 

·  Record and maintain Minutes of all Events Committee meetings 
·  Assist the Event Manager to monitor progress of State Event preparation 
·  Maintain a record of revenue and expenditure directly accredited to the State 

Event and complete a full financial statement and forward copies of this 
statement to the Host Centre, Host Zone and Football Queensland. 

 
 4.1.4   Accommodation Officer 

 
  It is the Accommodation Officer’s responsibility to obtain full details of collective  
  billeting facilities within a reasonable distance from the playing field.  The Officer  
  should ascertain: 

 
·  Where it is; 
·  What distance it is from the venue; 
·  What standard it is; 
·  Number it will accommodate (camps/collective billeting); 
·  Negotiate the attached menu with the billeting venue (Refer  

   Appendix1) 
·  Will it cater for other officials and/or families? 
·  What facilities does it provide; and Cost 
·  All regulations which apply to the use of the accommodation. 

 
  The Accommodation Officer is to circulate all visiting Zones with the above  
  Information, collate bookings from all Zones and make the bookings. Visiting Zones 
  are not to liaise with the accommodation venue. 
 
  Zones organising their own accommodation must  notify the Host Centre no later than 
  the 31st January of each year. 
 
  4.1.5   Ground Control Officer 
 

The Ground Control Officer shall be responsible for ensuring that the playing fields 
and markings are maintained in good repair during the State Event, that the change 
rooms remain clean and secure and that spectators are separated from the fields of 
play and player facilities by a suitable fence or by roping off based on the current Risk 
Management practices and to the satisfaction of the Referees’ Co-ordinator 
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 4.2   Opening Ceremony 
 
 On the first day of play in the State Event, an Opening Ceremony preceded by a parade of 
 participating teams shall be arranged.  Each squad should be dressed uniformly in playing 
 strip or tracksuit. 
 
 Football Queensland will make the necessary arrangements to ensure that the team from the 
 zone of the previous year’s winner is able to present the trophy/cup to the Event Manager or 
 Donor of the Cup for display during the event. 
 
 4.3   Closing Ceremony 
 
 The Closing Ceremony, incorporating presentation of the relevant trophy and announcement 
 of the Training or State Squads, is to be held following the last match of the Event. 
 
 All teams must participate in the Closing Ceremony uniformly attired, as for the Opening 
 Ceremony. 
 
 In all events, participating players in the winning team receive a winner’s medal.  The 
 participant players in the runner’s up team receive a runner’s up medal and all other 
 participating players receive a participation medal. (Gold, silver, bronze respectively) 
 
 No other player presentations shall be made at this Closing Ceremony. 
 
 Presentations for other events shall be agreed upon by Football Queensland from time to 
 time. 
 
 4.4   Invitations to Football Queensland, Sponsors , State Coach 
 
 As a show of courtesy, the Events Manager should ensure that Football Queensland Board 
 Members, Sponsors or their representative, and the State Coach are invited to participate in 
 all Ceremonies and Functions held at the State Events. The cost of the function ticket if 
 applicable for these personnel will be reimbursed by Football Queensland. 
 
 4.5 Tournament Program 
 
 At least six (6) weeks prior to the commencement of the Tournament, Host Centre shall 
 supply Football Queensland the following information: 

·  Host Zone and Host Centre Logo’s 
·  Zone Presidents Program Message 
·  Sponsor’s Logo’s 
·  A list of useful information such as the following services in your local area 

o Hospitals (Public and Private);  
o Chemists; 
o Physiotherapists; 
o Dentists; and  
o General Practitioners    

·  Location and map of playing fields and the field dimensions. 
 

 The Tournament program will acknowledge all Football Queensland sponsors. 
 

Each participating player and official will be given an official program. 
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4.6 Wet Weather Procedure 
  

1. The decision will be made by the Event Manger in conjunction with the Referee Co-
ordinator. 

 
2. If the Event cannot be completed because of wet weather, then more than 50% of the 
rounds would constitute a valid Event  

 
3. In the event of wet weather, those teams unable to complete their games shall be awarded 
one (1) point (as in a drawn game) provided that an alternative playing venue cannot be 
found. 
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5.0  COMPETING ZONE RESPONSIBILITIES 
 

5.1   Athlete Profile Document 
 

Zone Secretaries shall ensure that each player and team official from that Zone who is 
attending a specific State Event has read, completed and signed a participant profile 
document. Any person not completing this document shall not be eligible to attend a State 
Event in a Zone Team representative capacity.  

 
The Zone Secretaries must ensure that all team managers are in possession of signed 
participant profile documents for the duration of the event and must be handed to the Event 
Manager on request thereof. 

 
If a player is selected for a State Team/ Camp, the  athlete profile is to be handed to the 
event manager on selection.   

 
5.2   Zone Colours 

 
Zones must register their Zone colours with Football Queensland. Where a Zone considers 
changing its colours it must apply for approval from Football Queensland, prior to any 
changes being made. 

 
Where a Zone considers varying its playing strip design which causes the colour pattern to 
vary by 20%, a clash of playing strips may occur. 

 
 

5.3   Documentation 
 

All information collected by Football Queensland is subject to the company’s privacy policy. 
 

It is the responsibility of all Zone Secretaries to ensure that all paperwork is submitted by the 
required date.  Lateness in complying with the above information may attract a fine imposed 
on the offending Zone. 

 
5.4   Travel 

 
5.4.1  Home to Venue 

 
The primary aim of State Events is the development and identification of players and 
Zones shall endeavour to use the mode of transport which will afford the players 
comfortable and timely travel with limited deleterious effect on their physical condition 
and mental preparedness. 

 
Teams will arrive at the State Events Centres on the day prior to the commencement 
of the State Event and depart no later than the day after the completion of the State 
Event.  However, in the case of teams travelling long distances by coach or train, they 
may arrive two (2) days prior to the commencement of the State Events. 

 
No team is to depart a State Event venue prior to its formal conclusion. 

 
It is mandatory for Zone Secretaries of competing teams to advise the Host Centre of 
the teams’ arrival and departure times and method of transportation. 
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5.5   Team Banners 

 
Each team should take to a State Event venue a banner representing their Zone and this is to 
be carried and displayed during the Opening and Closing Ceremony March Past. 

 
5.6   Presentations 

 
Visiting Teams may present pennants to Host venue officials or the opposition team, but this 
is not mandatory.  No other presentations may be made at a State Event other than official 
Football Queensland Medallions, Trophies and Plaques without the permission of Football 
Queensland. 

 
5.7   Team Officials 

 
Zone Committees are to appoint suitably qualified Coaches and Managers to ensure that the 
team members are afforded appropriate treatment and care.  Team Officials are to comply 
with the administration requirements of the Host Centre and follow reasonable requests 
and/or instructions that are received from the Event Manager or a Member of the State Event 
Committee. All Team Officials are to be suitably dressed in their Zone attire when in the 
technical area and must wear ID. Officials not abiding by this can be asked to leave by the 4th 
official or Event Manager.   

 
5.8   Alcohol Policy 

 
Team Officials must ensure that: 

 
No alcohol whatsoever is brought, kept or consumed in the presence of players or at 
accommodation venues. 

 
If a Team Official leaves the accommodation venue, they must ensure that the players under 
their care are appropriately supervised during their absence. There should be a minimum of 
two supervising adults per team. 

 
5.9   Trophies 

 
5.9.1 Care and/or Maintenance 

 
Zones are responsible for the care and maintenance of all Football Queensland 
trophies and that they are returned in a proper and clean condition. 

 
5.9.2 Return of Trophies 

 
Trophies should be returned to Football Queensland no later than four (4) weeks prior 
to the commencement of the event. 

 
Winners of State Events must have the trophies engraved prior to returning them to 
Football Queensland. 

 
5.10  Team Equipment 

 
Zone Equipment Officers are to ensure that the Zone’s teams are suitably attired and 
equipped to participate in a State Event.  All zones are reminded of the current Marketing 
Licence Program; details of which are on the website. 
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5.11  Borrowing of Players 
 

Where a Competing Zone is unable to field a team with the full compliment of players the 
Zone may borrow players from other Zones. The procedures pertaining to the borrowing of 
players is contained in Football Queensland Borrowing Player Policy. 

  
5.12 Match Cards 

 
The Match Cards should be given to the Event Manager at the end of each game or at the 
end of each day by the Referees’ Co-ordinator.  The Event Manager or Referee’s Coordinator 
then checks that the Officiating Referee has correctly marked goals on the card and that the 
correct score has been put on the board for the day.  The Event Manager should ensure that 
each day’s results are emailed through to the Football Queensland Co-ordinator immediately 
following the last game each day for collation and advising media outlets and other Zones.  A 
final points tally and the Queensland State Squad are required to be sent to Football 
Queensland immediately following the event. 

 
5.13 Disciplinary Meetings 

 
If it is necessary for the Disciplinary Committee to meet, the Event Manager shall chair the 
meeting in a non-voting capacity. A roster is compiled for each State Event. If, however, a 
Team Manager is missing at the time a Disciplinary Meeting is called, then the Event 
Manager should ask the manager of the next team on the roster to participate, until three (3) 
Managers are organised.  It is not necessary to adhere exactly to the roster but to use it as a 
guideline. 

 
5.14 Announcement of State Squad  (Applicable age groups only) 

 
The State Coach is the sole selector at a State Event. At the end of the State Event the State 
Coach will hand the list of the players selected to the Event Manager who will formally 
announce the State Squad at the end of the Closing Ceremony. 

 
Following the Closing Ceremony, the State Coach may wish to assemble the players together 
for a short talk, etc.  At this time the players may also be measured for tracksuits, shorts, 
shirts.  This can take up to an hour and the Host Centre Officials, parents and team officials 
must be requested to wait for this period.   

 
Team Managers must produce athlete profiles to the Event Manager who will forward them to 
Football Queensland with the team selection sheets.  
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6.0   DUTIES OF STATE COACH  
 
Football Queensland appoints a State Coach/Selector to each State Event for ages U/13 through to 
U/17 (the age group may vary from year to year).   
 
The State Coach shall liaise directly with the CEO in relation to any matter pertaining to his duties at 
the State Event. 
 
The State Coach is the sole selector of players for inclusion in a State Squad/Team, but may 
converse with Zone Team Coaches as to the ability of a particular player. 
 
The State Coach may, if required, ask Zone Team Coaches to play certain players in other positions 
on the field so as to assess the player’s potential. The Zone Team Coach however has the right to 
refuse any request. 
 
The State Coach shall select a squad of players, the number of which will be determined from 
Football Queensland.  He/she will hand this list of players to the Event Manager who will announce 
the squad at the State Event Closing Ceremony. 
 
The State Coach may then, with the appointed Squad/Team Manager (if available), discuss with the 
players the programme for which they have been selected and their requirements prior to the 
commencement of the programme.  The State Coach may require the assistance of RDO’s in some 
regional areas in relation to monitoring and assisting players in the adherence to any development 
programme she/he may have set them prior to the commencement of the State programme. 
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7.0   REFEREES AT A STATE EVENT 
 
Referees are controlled by the State Referees Standing Committee (SRSC) through the State Director 
of Referees located in Brisbane. 
 
All State Events are regarded by SRSC as an important development stage for young talented 
referees. SRSC will appoint a Referees Co-ordinator who will be in sole charge of the referees at the 
event. The Co-ordinator will be someone who has an amount of experience at refereeing and is 
capable of imparting knowledge and aid into the development of young referees.  The higher the age 
group State Event, the more experience is required.  Host Centres, through their local SRSC body, 
may suggest local referees but the ultimate appointment is the responsibility of the Football 
Queensland Referee’s Development Officer. 
 
Because referees are selected on the basis of which age group will best benefit their development, 
they may come from anywhere within the state to officiate at State Events. This incurs a travel and 
accommodation cost for referees.  After consultation between the State Director Referees and the 
CEO, a cost will then be equalised across all participating Member Zones and charged per team. 
 
Referees may travel with a Zone team from their home centre to the State Events. Accommodation 
will be arranged by Football Queensland. 
 
Please Note:  Referees do not get paid for officiating at any State Event games.  
 
Should any team official have a complaint regarding any aspect associated with referees they must 
lodge that complaint with the Referees Co-ordinator.  On no occasion should complaints be made 
directly to the referee concerned. 
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8.0   DEFINITIONS 
 
Competing Zone:   A Competing Zone is any zone which nominates and enters a team or teams into 
a state event. 
 
Event Manager:  A person appointed by the Host Zone who has the ultimate responsibility for all 
decisions taken during the conduct of a State Event. The Event Manager shall consult with the 
Football Queensland Events Coordinator Football Queensland CEO as necessary.   
 
FFA:  Football Federation Australia, the governing body for the code throughout Australia.  
 
FIFA:  Federation of International Football Associations, the world governing body for football. 
 
FQ:  Football Queensland, the governing body for the code throughout Queensland. 
 
Gino Paris Carnival:  An event conducted for Under 12 male and female players registered in the 
following Zones: Far North Qld, North Queensland, Whitsunday Coast, Central Queensland and North 
West Queensland.   
 
Players in the Rebel Sport Junior Premier League are ineligible to represent his or her zone in this 
competition. 
 
Harry Linning Carnival:  An event conducted for Under 12 male and female players registered in the 
following Zones: Brisbane, Gold Coast, South West Queensland, Sunshine Coast and Wide Bay. 
 
Players in the Rebel Sport Junior Premier League are ineligible to represent his or her zone in this 
competition. 
 
Host Centre:  The Host Centre is the Club or Organisation that is hosting the State Event. 
 
Host Zone:  The Host Zone is the actual Zone in which the state event is being conducted. 
 
Identification:  Players may be ‘identified’ for inclusion in various development camps, train on 
squads for State teams or any number of other development opportunities undertaken within Football 
Queensland regulated system.   
 
Interchange:  The process which permits players to be replaced on the field during a match and 
which maintains their eligible to further participate in that same match. 
 
Member Zone:  An endorsed geographical area of Queensland as determined by Football 
Queensland. 
 
National Championships:  A competition conducted by FFA, for State team competition. 
 
State Event:  An event or competition conducted by or on behalf of FQ. 
 
Peter Cox Memorial Cup:  An event conducted for Under 13 male players registered in any FQ 
Zone. 
 
Players in the Rebel Sport Junior Premier League are ineligible to represent his or her zone in this 
competition. 
 
Queensland Country Team:  The name of the team selected to represent Queensland at a National 
Championship comprising players from the following Zones: Far North Qld, North Queensland, 
Whitsunday Coast, North West Queensland, Central Queensland, Wide Bay and South West 
Queensland.  
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Queensland Metro Team:  The name of the team selected to represent Queensland at a National 
Championship comprising players from the following Zones: Brisbane, Sunshine Coast and Gold 
Coast . 
 
Selection:  The stage at which a player is selected for a team within the FQ regulated system. 
 
Selector:  A person appointed by Football Queensland to identify talented players at a State Event for 
future development purposes.  
 
State Championships:  Events conducted in any or all of the following age groups:   
Females: Under 15, Under 17 and Open Age 
 
State Event:  An Event or competition conducted by or on behalf of Football Queensland. 
 
State Junior Standing Committee:  The State Junior Standing Committee (SJSC) is the committee 
responsible for providing advice to Football Queensland on matters relating to junior players.  The 
“SJSC” is a Standing Committee to Football Queensland. 
 
State Women’s Standing Committee:  The State Women’s Standing Committee (SWSC) is the 
committee responsible for providing advice to Football Queensland on matters relating to female 
players.  The “SWSC” is a Standing Committee of Football Queensland. 
 
Substitution:  The process in which a player, once replaced on the field during a match, is ineligible 
to further participate in that same match. 
 
Under Age:  A player is an Under Age player if they have not yet attained the age as of 1st January in 
that year.

Representative Player Borrowing  
 
 
Before all else, the following clause included in all Zones’ Bylaws must be acknowledged: 
 
"Players who are selected for a Zone Representative  Team must be registered as a player with a 
member club within that Zone."  
  
The purpose for any State Junior Competition is to provide an avenue through which players registered in a 
particular area can participate for their respective Zone’s teams and have the opportunity to be identified for 
higher representative honours and/or player development programs. 
 
Each player must attain the correct age by year of birth during the year in which the Competition is 
conducted for the respective competition in which he/she is competing unless an exemption is obtained from 
Football Queensland (FQ). 
 
Zones must initially select players from within their own jurisdiction to complete their representative teams 
participating in each State Competition. When a Zone is unable to fully complement any of its respective 
representative teams from within its jurisdiction, the Zone Secretary must submit to FQ, a written application 
to borrow players from another Zone. This application must be received by FQ no less than 8 weeks prior to 
the date of commencement of the respective State Competition. 
 
To facilitate a balanced appraisal and to accommodate a valid decision, a Zone must address these issues in 
its written application: - 
 

1) An accurate count of the number of registered players within its Zone in the respective age 
group for the relevant year. 

2)  Plausible reasons why 16 players are not available for inclusion in the respective team. 
3)  Actions/Steps the Zone has taken to encourage players to participate in its teams. 
4)  The names of the players the Zone intends to borrow from another Zone/Zones. 
5)  Written permission from each of these players’ Clubs and/or Competition Management Centre 

releasing them from Club and/or Competition Management Centre duties for the duration of the 
respective competition. Where a registered player participates in a Senior Competition, the 
Senior Competition Management Centre to which he is registered must provide written 
permission.

Sun Safe Policy 
 

1.0 Policy  
 

1.01 Warning 
 

The health of participants is of primary concern to Football Queensland; it’s Members and Affiliated 
Associations. It is acknowledged that skin cancer is a major public health problem in Australia. It is 
recognised that skin cancer is preventable and like any other medical condition, is best dealt with by 
the application of preventative measures. 

 

1.02 Personal Responsibility 
 

While Football Queensland, its Members and Affiliated Associations shall endeavour to assist in sun 
protection when at meetings, training and competition, it is accepted that ultimately, the responsibility is 
that of each individual, and in the case of minors, the responsibility rests with parents. 

 

2.0 Application 
 

2.01 Officials, Senior and Junior Players, Supporters and Spectators shall be encouraged to 
participate in Sun Safety Policies as follows 
2.01.1 Outdoor activities should be scheduled to reduce UV exposure whenever 

possible. 
2.01.2 Maximum use should be made of existing natural shade 
2.01.3 Maximum use should be made of shade from existing buildings and other 

man-made structures. Football Queensland, its Members and Affiliates 
Associations should endeavour to erect suitable structures, or provide 
portable shade structures at all events.  

2.01.4 Due to the conducting of events at various localities, Football Queensland 
and its members hereby advise all Affiliated Associations and clubs that 
every endeavour should be made to provide suitable shade structures for 
the number of people attending the event. 

2.01.5 Members, Affiliated Associations and Clubs should strive to confirm to the 
Cancer Council Guidelines for Sun Safe Clothing when choosing uniforms. 

2.01.6 Members, Affiliated Associations and Clubs should endeavour to provide in 
their canteen for sale or be available at no cost, broad-spectrum 15+ 
sunscreen or zinc cream.

2.01.7 Officials, Players (where practical), Supporters and Spectators should be  
encouraged to wear long sleaved shirts with collars. 

2.01.8 Members, Affiliated Associations and clubs should consider reflective effects 
of light coloured clothing when choosing uniforms. 

2.01.9 Officials, Players (where practical), Supporters should be encouraged to use 
100% UV sunglasses at all the Federation’s and Affiliated Associations 
activities held during daylight hours. 

2.01.10 Football Queensland and Affiliated Associations should endeavour to 
promote sun safety in a positive way, through newsletters, written literature 
and over the public address system. 

2.01.11 Football Queensland Members and Affiliated Associations should ensure 
that coaches, trainers, officials and members in prominent positions, act as 
strong role models, making use of all sun protection available. 

2.01.12 Officials should endeavour to constantly revise and upgrade sun protection 
measures. 

2.01.13 Football Queensland Members and Affiliated Associations should endeavour 
to act in a “sun safe” manner when organising events regionally, interstate or 
nationally.

When registering players, all clubs should endeavour to: 

2.02.1 Show sun safety policy and request to comply with it 
2.02.2 Encourage players to purchase club hats and protective uniforms where available 
2.02.3 Encourage players to wear 15+ broad-spectrum sunscreen 
2.02.4 Encourage players to practise sun protective behaviour

Billeting Policy 
 

1.0 Definitions  
 

Teams: 

Shall consist of the players and officials, which are Coach, Assistant Coach and Manager. 

 

Responsible Adults: 

Team officials and persons authorised by the Zone to assist these officials. 

 

FQ:      Football Queensland 

 

2.0 Requirements 
    

2.01 Football Queensland requires all teams participating in State conducted 
competitions under its control to be collectively billeted for the purpose of sound 
Risk Management Practices and this shall be achieved by their compliance with this 
policy. 

 

2.02 Players who submit evidence of a medical condition and/or religious beliefs which 
are not conductive to collective billeting may be granted exemption by Football 
Queensland provided a written submission is received from the players’ 
Zone/Zones no later thank twelve (12) weeks prior to an endorsed event. 

 

2.02.1         (a)     Centres hosting State conducted competitions endorsed by Football 
Queensland shall provide collective billeting facilities, giving full details of 
the facilities to Football Queensland for approval. 

(b)   Collective billeting facilities shall  be within 

reasonable distance of the Host Centre where approved by Football Queensland, and 
shall be utilised by all visiting teams. 

 

2.02.2 Football Queensland preferred option of collective billeting to be dormitory 
style or cabin style accommodation. 

 

2.02.3 Football Queensland must approve other forms of collective billeting no 
later than 16 weeks prior to a Football Queensland endorsed event. 
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2.02.4 (a)       The Host Centre/Zone shall appoint an Accommodation Officer 
who shall be authorised to canvas appropriate facilities for collective billeting and 
include all relevant details in the submission for State conducted competitions for 
Football Queensland endorsed events for Football Queensland’s approval. 

(b)        Football Queensland approved accommodation shall be the only 
facilities available for collective billeting purpose. 

(c) The Host Zone shall ensure that all  visiting teams are provided 
with full details of the Football Queensland approved collective billeting facilities within 
seven (7) days for the Council’s decision. 

(d) The Host Zone shall ensure that the Accommodation Officer 
allocates each visiting team its accommodation requirement as requested by each 
respective Zone. 

(e) All participating Zones shall liaise with the designated 
Accommodation Officer. 

 

2.02.5 Where Football Queensland receives an application for collective billeting 
in motel-style accommodation, no approval shall be granted without the understanding 
by the visiting team to provide at least the equivalent of four (4) responsible adults 
which shall include team officials accompanying the team. There should not be only 
one adult in a room with players at any given time. 

 

2.02.6 No squad shall be permitted to assume a Collective Billeting environment 
unless it is accompanied by a minimum of four (4) responsible adults.  When travelling 
to and from a venue, the full squad, including the supervising adults, shall travel as one 
complete group. 

 

2.02.7 Host Centres shall be proved with a Football Queensland endorsed dietary 
regimen for athletes that is to be used by the Billeting Institution for the duration of the 
Football Queensland’s use of the facility. 

 

2.02.8 Football Queensland must approve any alternative dietary regimens from 
Billeting Institutions no later than sixteen (16) weeks prior to the Football Queensland 
endorsed event. 

 

2.02.9 The Zones shall pay all costs and charges associated with any form of 
billeting approved by Football Queensland, whose teams accrue such costs and 
charges.
